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Millennium is a word that simply means 1000, and in Revelation 20 it is the 1000 year reign of Christ.  
The idea that this kingdom will last for 1000 years is only found right here in Revelation 20, but the idea 
of the Messianic Kingdom was the hope and faith of all Jews.

The Millennium Described:  

 God will judge the nations and His Son will be established as King in Jerusalem 
 All nations will look to Jerusalem to learn about the Lord

 People will live to be very old.  A person who dies at 100 will be considered cursed 
 There will be great prosperity and joy 
 There will be peace among animals 
 Jesus will rule as King and administer justice and righteousness

This is all 
unbelievers of all time.  The book of life has the names of those saved, of which none of their names 
appear.
